* |t is a comparatively affluent area but with pockets of significant
deprivation in the York, Selby and Sherburn-in-Elmet areas

* With a ‘faster than average’ growing population (in numbers, age and
complexity)

* Around 16% reported in 2011 that their ‘day to day activities’ are
limited by their health

 Significant issues of deprivation in York
